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 “May the God who gives 
endurance and encouragement 

give you a spirit of unity among 

yourselves as you follow Christ 

Jesus.” (Romans 15:5) 

As Christians, we are engaged in 

a colossal spiritual struggle be-

tween good and evil. This conflict 

is greater than any physical battle 

ever fought. 

In this spiritual struggle the en-

emy is viciously seeking to wres-

tle away our hope in God’s Word. 

Satan along with the sinful world 

employs values contrary to the 

truth of God’s Word to entice our 

sinful desires. For example, re-

sponding to Jesus’ call to deny 

oneself, take up one’s cross and 

be following Him (Matthew 16:24), 

as sinners we often object, “Deny 

self? We should be free to do 

whatever we want.” Galatians 

5:13 cautions, “You, my brothers, 

were called to be free. But do not 

use your freedom to indulge the 

sinful nature; rather, serve one 

another in love.” Our sinful cul-

ture, sinful self and Satan urge us 

to decide for ourselves what’s 

right and forget about the truth of 

God’s Word. 

Jesus came to bring victory over 

evil and salvation from our sin, 

death and the devil. He promises 

victory over evil for all who be-

lieve in Him. On one occasion, 

when Simon Peter confessed Jesus 

as his Savior, Jesus promised His 

Kingdom would triumph over evil. 

“I tell you that you are Peter, and 

on this rock I will build My 

Church, and the gates of Hades 

will not overcome it” (Matthew 

16:18). It’s as if Jesus said, “I’m 

calling you Peter (a rock) because 

you trust in Me (The Rock). But 

you will continue to see a massive 

struggle between good and evil. 

Satan will try with all his forces to 

defeat My Kingdom but will not 

succeed. His tyranny along with 

sin and death will be destroyed.” 

Even now, Satan’s alarming might 

and plotting against Christ’s King-

dom, continues to seek the ruin of 

everyone not paying attention. 

The Holy Spirit through Peter 

warns, “Be self-controlled and 

alert. Your enemy the devil 

prowls around like a roaring lion 

looking for someone to devour. 

Resist him, firm in your faith, 

knowing that the same kinds of 

suffering are being experienced 

by your brotherhood throughout 

the world” (1 Peter 5:8-9). 

This Godly warning and encour-

agement is intended to keep us 

awake and strengthen our trust in 

Christ’s victory despite this pre-

sent struggle against evil. Salva-

tion is ours through Christ Jesus. 

“The God of all grace, who called 

you to His eternal glory in Christ, 

after you have suffered a little 

while, will Himself restore you 

and make you strong, firm and 

steadfast. To Him be the power 

forever and ever. Amen” (1 Peter 

5:10).

Jesus Christ who delivers us from 

sin, death and Satan’s tyranny.
